2. UN will choose the students and subrmt their official appllcatton to USF thmurh the College of
Engineering’s Director of Admms:ona and Advising.

3 UN students must take the TOEFL and the general GRE exams and obtain the minimum scores
reqLured for admission to the graduate program in the Department of Comgputer Science and

Engineering, as specified in the department’s Website (www.csez: u‘f adu):

e Has earned a college degree from an mststutror whose Ianguage of instruction is
English, {must bie noted ar the transcript). !
e Has scored 6.5 on international English Languag;e Testing System {IELTS).
Regarding the GRE:

c. UN students will be exempt from thEI GRE exammatlon smce UN is a university accrednted
by a US accreditation body (ABET), as specified in the current entrance regquirements.

d. For other admission requirements, the students should consult the “Admissions and Related

! Matters” chapter of the Graduate Catalog.
