Article 2

Appointments, Reappointments, and Terminations

2.5 Changes in appointment.

A. Any appointment may be curtailed, diminished, or terminated at any time by reason
of the following documented circumstances:

(1) unsatisfactory performance of assigned duties;

(2) unsatisfactory performance in coursework and/or progress toward degree;
(3) incompetence or misconduct of the employee;

(4) lack of funds as a result of adverse financial conditions;

(5) completion of degree requirements.

B. The University shall provide two weeks’ written notice in any change in appointment
in the case of 2.5A (1) (2) and (4).

C. The University shall provide at least two weeks’ written notice in the case of 2.5A
(4). Whenever financially feasible additional notice may be provided, up to a semester
of advance notice. In these cases the University shall:

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expiration. The University will issue a report or other appropriate notification to UFF-USF-
GAU on a quarterly basis indicating the departments or units, if any, that received additional
funding levels provided to increase market competitiveness, and not regularly budgeted
amounts paid for GA stipends. Increased funding for GA stipends under this paragraph is not
subject to Article I, Grievance Procedure and Arbitration.

23.4 Initial Payment. Employees who have turned in paperwork in a timely manner shall
receive their first paycheck not later than four (4) weeks after the first day of the term of their
contract. In the case of administrative error by the University and the employee is not paid on
time, the University shall make a reasonable effort to provide the paycheck to the employee
within one (1) week of notification of the error.
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
